Rafflesia is a genus of parasitic
flowering plants in the family
Rafflesiaceae. The species have
enormous flowers, the buds rising
from the ground or directly from
the lower stems of their host
plants; one species has the
largest flowers in the world.

The official currency of Indonesia
is Rupiah which is Issued and
controlled by the Bank of
Indonesia.
